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Abstract: In this paper, the author conducted a theological study of Jesus’ teaching strategy based on Matthew. This study departs from the author's search for the text of Matthew that Jesus was a strategist in teaching. The strategy that used by Jesus in Matthew has been very successful as explained in this paper. The research method that used in this paper is a qualitative research method, the author examines the texts of Matthew to analyze the biblical view of Jesus as a teacher. The analysis process carried out by the author is to use a variety of reliable literature and electronic sources to support the author's analysis. The results of this study found that Jesus used various approaches in teaching strategies, those are teaching directly, teaching indirectly, teaching interactively and teaching empirically. The purpose of this paper is to prove that the strategies which used by Jesus in Matthew are still relevant as a reference for teaching and educating students as well as an efforts to achieve the learning goals.
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Abstrak: Dalam tulisan ini, penulis melakukan kajian teologis tentang strategi mengajar Yesus berdasarkan Injil Matius. Kajian ini berangkat dari penelusuran penulis terhadap teks Injil Matius bahwa Yesus seorang ahli strategi dalam mengajar. Strategi yang gunakan oleh Yesus dalam Injil Matius sangat berhasil sebagaimana penjelasan dalam tulisan ini. Metode Penelitian yang digunakan dalam tulisan ini adalah metode penelitian kualitatif, penulis mengkaji teks-teks Injil Matius untuk menganalisis pandangan Alkitab tentang Yesus sebagai pengajar. Proses analisis yang dilakukan oleh penulis adalah menggunakan berbagai sumber pustaka maupun elektronik yang terpercaya untuk mendukung analisis penulis. Hasil penelitian ini menemukan bahwa Yesus menggunakan berbagai pendekatan dalam strategi mengajar yakni mengajar secara langsung, mengajar secara tidak langsung, mengajar secara interaktif dan mengajar secara empirik. Tujuan tulisan ini adalah strategi yang digunakan oleh Yesus dalam Injil Matius masih relevan untuk dijadikan sebagai rujukan dalam mengajar dan mendidik para murid-murid serta upaya untuk mencapai tujuan pembelajaran.

Introduction 

The author chooses the Gospel of Matthew as the theological basis in exploring the strategies that used by Jesus in teaching, because the Gospel of Matthew records completely and systematically about the teachings of Jesus. Barclay states that the Apostle Matthew is the person who most responsible for the collection of the first book which contains the sayings and teachings of Jesus.
 Furthermore, Barclay states that the greatest characteristic of the Gospel of Matthew is the Gospel of Teaching.
 In addition, Tafsiran Alkitab Masa Kini writes that the Gospel of Matthew has been systematically compiled about the collections of Jesus' teachings, such as the Sermon on the Mount.
 Matthew records much of Jesus' teaching in terms of teaching in the temple, on the beach, on a hill, and on a flat area. After Jesus called the first disciple, He traveled throughout Galilee to teach (Matt. 4:23). The evidence above shows that in Matthew there are many teachings of Jesus.
One of the main proofs of the teaching of Jesus in Matthew are: (1) teaching about beatitudes (Matt. 5: 3-12). The words of blessing in the book (Matt. 5: 3-12) are related to the Gospel (Luke 6: 20-23). (2) teach about Salt and Light (Matt. 5: 13-16). Jesus as the Great Teacher wanted all His disciples and the Jews to be salt and light in social life with society. (3) teaches about the relationship between Jesus and the Law (Matt. 5: 17-20). This material is very important to be taught to Jews or believers so as not to ignore the Old Testament and New Testament (have a relationship with one another). (4) teaches the command not to murder (Matt. 5: 21-26). (5) teaches about not to break an oath (Matt. 5: 33-37). (6) teaches about retaliation (Matt. 5: 38-42). (7) teaches about love for enemies (Matt. 5: 42-48). (8) teaches about giving (Matt. 6: 5-15). (9) teaches about prayer (Matt. 6: 5-15). (10) teaches about proper fasting (Matt. 6: 16-18). (11) teaches about attitudes toward treasure (Matt. 6: 19-24). (12) teaches the commandment not to judge (Matt. 6: 22-24). (13) teaches about worry (Matt. 6: 25-34). (14) teaches about answering prayer (Matt. 7: 7-9). (15) teaches about life choices (Matt. 7: 15-23).
By paying attention to the points of teaching carried out by Jesus above, the writer observes that this kind of teaching is impossible to convey to His disciples and listeners, if He did not have sufficient strategies, because the disciples and listeners had different backgrounds in terms of education, religion, economics and social. According to Hemat “It becomes evident, as the main result, that the dominating notion of Jesus as the only teacher in Matthew's narrative has decisively affected the transmission of the Jesus tradition in the Matthean community
, here lies the strength of Jesus as a teacher and everything is conveyed and shown to His disciples (Matt. 5: 1). However, this verse is not only limited to His 12 disciples, but it explains that there are other people who followed Him (Matt. 5: 1a). This relates to the previous context in Matt. 4:25 “And a large crowds followed Him Galilee, the Decapolis, Jerusalem, Judea and beyond the Jordan River.” By understanding the explanation and description above, the writer observes that Jesus had more teaching abilities than the Jewish experts. This was seen when Jesus ended his sermon on the hill. “When Jesus finished saying these, the crowds were amazed by His teaching, because he taught them like one who had authority not like their experts in the law (Matt. 7: 28-29)”. Based on the text above, the author sees that one thing that distinguishes Jesus as a teacher from the experts of the law is that Jesus taught with divine authority (having power). Furthermore, generally Jewish disciples were looking for their teachers, but the disciples of Jesus were not looking for their teachers, but Jesus did while the students were doing their activities.

Sinlae responded that not only that thing which happened in Jesus' teachings at that time, but the interesting thing in His teaching was that it had clear objectives with various topics discussed ranging from religion, morality and society. Jesus knew and understood the characteristics of His disciples and followers who were listening to His teachings. In His teaching process, Jesus always taught in a special way, namely paying attention, serving with heart and motivating his listeners, even though this teaching was not done in class.
 It is not surprising that he was called teacher or rabbi by His disciples and the experts in law (Matt. 8:19). Jesus was also called a rabbi by Nathanael after he demonstrated His divine knowledge of himself as the true Israel and His teachings (John. 1:47-49). Regarding this incident, Andreas J. Kostenberger commented, The use of r'abbi, as address for Jesus in 1:38 and 49 clearly indicates that Jesus' first followers conceived of their relationship with Jesus in terms of a teacher-disciple relationship. This is not mitigated by the fact that they followed Jesus precisely because they saw in him more than a religious teacher, as is made clear by Nathanael's statement: “r 'abbi, you are the Son of God. You are the king of Israel ”(1:49).
 Jesus was called and accepted as a rabbi not only by His disciples, but also by Nicodemus (John 3: 2). Jesus was not only known as a teacher or preceptor among the Jews, but Jesus was aware of His presence on this earth as a messenger from the Father from Heaven to reveal the truth to the weak, poor, oppressed and persecuted. It must be admitted that in Jesus as a teacher there were several elements, namely the human element and the divine element. These elements have been implemented when teaching people, such as: (1) Jesus embodied the truth in his life. (2) Jesus desired to help. (3) Jesus understood human nature. (4) Jesus was capable of teaching.

Besides Jesus had some of the elements above, there were other elements that were an important basis in His teaching, namely the teaching strategy. The teaching strategy is one of the important elements that Jesus had when teaching His disciples and followers. Without a good strategy from a teacher, it is impossible for everyone to understand and accept what is being taught. According to B.S. Sidjabat teaching strategy is a general approach to teaching and is not so detailed and varied and can be adjusted to the needs and conditions of students.
 Meanwhile, according to Hamzah's opinion, strategy is one of the methods used by teachers for teaching and learning activities during the learning process. The selection was made by considering the situation and conditions, learning resources, the needs and characteristics of the participants faced in order to achieve learning objectives.
 However, to arrive at this stage, someone needs the right teaching strategy, therefore a teacher is required to be creative. According to Marcelina Lizardo, creative teaching is eradicate boredom and monotony in order for learning to be fun and effective. It is a unique way of presenting the same lesson to the same students in the same classroom by the same teacher, with the use of exciting techniques, and innovative ideas to help students with varied learning styles learn with enjoyment.
 In other words, being creative will eliminate the feeling of boredom or monotony in learning, so that teaching and learning activities will be effective and very enjoyable. This means that by teaching creatively, students will pay attention to all teaching and learning activities that are being done.
 

Departing from the explanation above, it can be said that Jesus is the only Great Teacher who can be exemplary in all things
, including exemplary in terms of teaching strategies. Pazmino emphasized that Jesus is the only model and example for all teachers who are called to teach.
 That is why the author discusses this paper with the title "Theological Study of Jesus’ Teaching Strategies Based on the Gospel of Matthew". Regarding the strategies and teaching methods of Jesus as the Great Teacher, Jesus designed his approach to various situations and Jesus was able to direct his learning goals by centering himself, so that everyone who believes in Him experiences a change of life (repents). This is in accordance with Daugherty's opinion that Jesus is the Master Teacher because He taught to change men according to the will of God. There are teachers who have great intellectual content to their lessons. There are also teachers who touch the emotional heartstrings of their audiences. But the will is also important in our teaching. Jesus taught to reach the will of man (Matt. 5:48; 7: 21-23; 19:16-22; 22:37-40). The intellect deals with knowledge, information and facts. The will deals with direction, motivation and change for life. As a Teacher, Jesus gave more information. He gave teaching that in reformation and repentance.
 By paying attention to that explanation, it can be said that Jesus was the Great Teacher who had high creativity so that He could determine the right teaching strategy to achieve the expected learning objectives. So with this paper, teachers actually learned from the way Jesus taught who never had a shortage of ideas when they started teaching at that time. Even the pattern of Jesus in teaching is still relevant to be used as a benchmark in educating the character of students today, even though technology has a high influence, Jesus' personality still has space to be used as an important reference (figure).
B. Content or Discussion
Based on the background explanation above, in this section the author will study Jesus’  teaching strategy based on the Gospel of Matthew. The author sees that this topic is very important to discuss because the approach that taken by Jesus in teaching is very interesting to be applied in teaching and learning.
Jesus taught directly

When Jesus taught His disciples, He often used direct instruction teaching strategy. According to Eggen and Kauchak, the direct instruction teaching strategy is a teaching strategy that the teacher provides a sequence of explanations and through examination of the concept by providing illustrative examples at the end.
 This strategy is very effective for determining information or building skills step by step. Direct teaching is usually deductive.
 One of the direct teaching strategies used by Jesus are:
· The lecture or sermon method. This method was used by Jesus when teaching the crowds that can be found in Matt. 5-7. Rick Warren stated, "One impressive characteristic of the ministry of Jesus is using the method of preaching to attract the attention of many people.
 According to Stott's explanation of the above verse says that when Jesus preached on the mountain, Jesus sat down, taking the attitude of a rabbi or lawmaker (legislator), and His disciples came to Him to hear His teachings. So Jesus opened His mouth (this is according to the original text, unfortunately, it is changed in the Indonesian translation to "start to speak", thereby reducing the solemnity of the atmosphere) and taught them.
 The word legwn (legon) in the text of Matt. 5: 2, the word has a nominative form, singular, masculine, present active with the root word legw (lego) which means speaking, saying continuously. This is confirmed by Barclay’s statement: The phrase "Jesus began to speak" is not an ordinary expression. In Greek that expression is used as an expression which shows a speech that is full of authority, seriousness, and solemnity. This expression is used by someone who opens his heart sincerely, and gives birth or expresses everything that is on his mind.

By paying attention to the explanation above, the teaching method that used by Jesus was actually intended to convey knowledge to His listeners. In addition to conveying knowledge, the teachings of Jesus on the hill contain moral and spiritual values.
 On the other hand, the lecture method, teacher is more active in speaking than students (tend to be passive). But what's interesting about the teaching which carried out by Jesus was not only filling the minds of disciples (humans) with teachings but He changed hopes and lives by bringing into a new relationship with God. His aim is not to impose knowledge but ask discipleship; not only to educate but to liberate humans through faith in Him.
 In this context Jesus expected His listeners to understand the content of His teaching so that the listeners would experience changes in behavior.
· Storytelling method. Jesus used storytelling method or used an illustrations to explain something. This is one of the teaching method used frequently by Jesus and the results are very effective. This method was used in explaining the parables He taught. Parable is a comparison between similarity of facts and spiritual truth.
 According to A.M. Hunter, parables are a form of teaching.
 Parables are meant to provide a selected comparison of everyday life or actual natural conditions which are meant to illuminate some spiritual truth. Illustration is a description (explanation) of additional explanation in the form of examples, comparisons and so on to further clarify the explanation (writing and so on). In the Bible there are 61 types of parables that were told by Jesus.
 The use of stories in parables shows that Jesus is "the Master of the art of storytelling". 
 Jesus is a master storyteller. He can share His teachings with great interest.
 The purpose of the storytelling method is to generate attention (Matt. 13: 1-23), explain principles and teachings (Matt. 13), enter into teaching (Matt. 18: 12-14), and apply the truth (Matt. 7:24)-27).
 The texts of parables can be seen in the Gospel of Matthew 13, 18, 19, 21, 24, and 25, Jesus told through parables. The Gospel of Matthew recorded Jesus taught 15 times in parables. The parables in the Gospel of Matthew include: the parable of the sower (13: 1-23), the parable of the weeds among the wheat (13: 24-30), the parable of the mustard seeds and yeast (13: 31-35), the parable of hidden treasure and the fine pearl (13: 44-52), the parable of the net (13: 47-52). Then in chapter 18, namely: the parable of the lost sheep (18: 12-14), the parable of forgiveness (18: 21-36). Chapter 20: 1-16 is the parable of the  workers in the vineyard. Chapter 21 is the parable of the two sons (21: 28-31), the parable of the tenants of the vineyard (21: 33-46). Chapter 22: 1-14 is the parable of the wedding banquet, chapter 24: 29-36 is the parable of the fig tree, then verses 45-51 is the parable of the faithful and wise slave. In chapter 25, namely about the wise and foolish virgins (verses 1-13) and the parable of the talents in verses 14-30. Based on the explanation above, it can be concluded that the story method is a teaching method that explains the truth, which can arouse students' emotions.
Demonstration method. In the previous section it has been explained that Jesus was not only use the lecture and storytelling method when taught, but also the demonstration method in His teaching. By using the demonstration method, Jesus showed or was being demonstrated for His disciples to learn, so that through this method the disciples could observe and pay attention to what Jesus demonstrated, so that they would easily understand the meaning and purpose of the teachings conveyed. Jesus. One of the demonstration methods used by Jesus in the Gospel of Matthew is that Jesus taught His listeners about prayer. Jesus taught about true prayer, so that every hearer in His life always prays (Matt. 6: 5-15). Peter Wongso stated that the Private Prayer was used by Jesus only, but was used to teach His disciples to pray
, Jesus not only taught His listeners about prayer through words, but He also demonstrated it through His actions that He also prayed (Matt. 26:36).
Then Jesus taught His listeners about fasting (Matt. 6: 16-18). Jesus as a Teacher also demonstrated about fasting. Jesus taught His listeners to fast. He also did the same thing, Matt. 4: 2 it says, "After he fasted forty days and forty nights he was famished" So Jesus used the demonstration method, that what He taught, He did too. Everything that Jesus taught, He did it too. Jesus taught His listeners to demonstrate all His teachings. 

Next, the incident of Jesus stilled the storm that occurred while the disciples were in the boat (Matt. 8: 23-27). This incident occurred while Jesus and the disciples were in a boat, then suddenly there was a great storm so that the boat was hit by the waves but Jesus was asleep. All the disciples were worried with this situation and then they woke up Jesus to ask for help. After Jesus got up, He rebuked the stormy wind and at that same time the lake was calm. In this incident, Jesus showed His power to His disciples in order for them to believe.
Furthermore, the events of Jesus walking on water (Matt. 14: 22-23). This story takes place after Jesus fed the five thousand people. After that spectacular event occurred, Jesus commanded His disciples to get into the boat leading to the other side. Meanwhile, Jesus went up to the mountain to pray alone. The hill is a secluded place to pray, free from the distraction of unspiritual people.
 But strangely in verse 24 it tells us that the boat on which the disciples were boarding was already several miles from the shore and was being swayed by the head wind. The word stadious (studious) means stadium. Sutanto wrote that one stadium is equal to 192 meters.
 The word apeiken (apeichen) is imperfect apeko and apo tes (apecho and apo tes) which means being far on land (Drewes, Haubeck, & Siebenthal, 2009: 623). But verse 25, says that Jesus came to the disciples at about three o'clock in the evening by walking on water. Approximately three o'clock in the evening, meaning between 3 and 6 in the morning.

This means that the disciples have been rowing their boat since late afternoon or sunset. Because it says in verse 23, "... when evening came ...". The word opisas (opisas) means dusk or night.
 Because the disciples rowed their boat from late afternoon until evening and even had a headwind attacking their boats, the disciples had run out of strength. With that incident Jesus suddenly came and walked on water. The word qallasan (thalasan) means lake. So Jesus walked on the lake to come to the disciples, because the disciples were already far from the land. When the disciples saw Jesus walking on the lake, they were shocked and exclaimed "it's a ghost". The word legontej (legontes) participates (cause) because it considers or participates (way) while saying something / exclaims.
 When the disciples were afraid and thought that it was a ghost walking on the water, Jesus said to them, “Have courage! It is I. Do not be afraid”. Hearing and seeing that it was Jesus who was walking on the water, Peter spontaneously exclaimed, "Lord, if it is You, order me to come to you on the water.” 
With this incident, Jesus was using the demonstration method to make His teachings easier to understand for the disciples who had witnessed the demonstration of Jesus walking on water. Jesus demonstrated how to believe in the power of Jesus when walking on water. He demonstrated his power by walking on water to convey a message to the disciples about faith and belief in Jesus.
Jesus taught indirectly
Jesus used indirect learning strategy to achieve expected goals. This strategy appears when Jesus explains who He is in Matt. 16: 13-20. This teaching began with a request for a sign indicating that Jesus was the Messiah by the Pharisees and Sadducees (Matt. 16: 1). They did not believe in the miracles that had been performed by Jesus because according to them Jesus was a human being (Matt. 13:55-56). They only believe that only God can do miraculous things so they reject Jesus as the Messiah. With cases like this so that Jesus taught Him to His disciples. The purpose of Jesus teaching this was to show the people at that time that He is the King of kings (Matt. 16:15). In order to achieve this goal, Jesus gave several tasks to do, namely, He asked His disciples who He was (Matt. 16:13). This question aims to find out how much knowledge His disciples had about Jesus.
With a question like this the disciples actually hone their knowledge so that they can answer when someone answered that Jesus is John, Jesus is Elijah, Jesus is Jeremiah, and Jesus is one of the prophets (Matt. 15:14). It did not stop there, but Jesus guided the disciples to find their own answers with questions that sharpened the disciples' knowledge (Matt. 16:16). In this section, Jesus again honed the paradigm of the disciples, especially Peter. After Jesus asked Peter, Peter gave the correct answer that Jesus was the Messiah, the Son of the living God (Matt. 16:16). This answer is the result of Peter's thought which involves the experience of living with Jesus. After Peter and Jesus became His disciples.
If we observe the learning strategy that used by Jesus above, it can be concluded that Jesus used the inquiry method and the discovery method.
· Inquiry Method. Inquiry method is a learning method that emphasizes critical and analytical thinking processes to seek and find their own answers to a question in question.
 Meanwhile, according to Santosa, the inquiry learning method is a learning method that trains students to acquire knowledge through self-investigation.
 With this explanation, it can be said that the inquiry strategy places students as learning subjects, by emphasizing the maximum student activity to seek and discover for themselves the concept of learning material and able to make students more confident. Even though, teachers still have an important role as facilitators and motivators in this learning. This was evident when Jesus involved His disciples actively to think about who Jesus was through the questions given to His disciples (Matt. 16:13). The text shows that the disciples answered based on their knowledge of Jesus (Matt. 16:14).
· Discovery methods. Discovery method is a way of teaching that involves students in the process of mental activities (meaning: observing, digesting, understanding, classifying, making assumptions, explaining, measuring, making conclusions and so on) so that students are able to assimilate a concept.
 This method regulates teaching so that students acquire knowledge they did not previously know.
 With this method the disciples were left to discover for themselves through a mental process that was worked out as Jesus did in (Matthew 16: 13-20). Jesus led His disciples to discover for themselves "who He is" through the questions asked. With this question, His disciples remembered the knowledge they knew about Jesus so they answered that Jesus was Elijah or Jeremiah. Until finally Peter found the answer that He was Jesus the Messiah, the Son of the living God.
From the above description, it can be concluded that the dimensions of teaching strategy of indirect instruction (indirect teaching strategy) carried out by Jesus according to the Gospel of Matthew are a learning system that involves students actively in discovering concepts, while the teacher acts as a facilitator, motivator, and guide. Because teachers have an important role, namely educating, guiding and directing so that each student can grow according to their growth stage.

Jesus taught interactively

The strategy used by Jesus in teaching later was interactive strategy. Interactive strategy is a learning technique in which the teacher plays the main role in creating an educational situation, namely the interaction between teacher and students. Jesus carried out an interactive learning strategy in several ways, namely:
· Discussion learning method. Discussion method is a conversation between two or more people. Having dialogue means having a conversation.
 In dialogue, people are invited to dig deeper and identify the subject matter more fundamentally.
 In the Gospel of Matthew this method is often used by Jesus to open the insights of His disciples (Matt. 19).
 Jesus used this method to encourage students to think about a matter and the meaning of His teachings and students can make decisions in giving attitudes
, such as the teaching about marriage and divorce in Matthew 19: 1-12. From this issue Jesus conducted a conversation or discussion with the disciples about the different views related to the dissidents in society at that time (Matt. 19: 3). There are two different views on divorce: one group believes that divorce is allowed for all kinds of reasons, while the other group believes that divorce can only be done when one partner is unfaithful. On the basis of this difference, not a few people married and divorced as they pleased like Herod who took Herodias to be his wife even though Herodias had a husband. With this point of view, the Pharisees came to tempt Jesus on the case in (Matt. 19: 3). But Jesus gave an answer about the true nature of marriage (Matt. 19: 4-7). But there are some interesting things about the answer that given by Jesus to this case: First, Jesus really understood the problems that occurred (Matt. 19: 4-6). Second, Jesus mastered his teaching material before and after (Matt. 19: 4-7); (Matt. 19: 8). Third, Jesus gave students the opportunity to dialogue with Him so that teaching could develop (Matt. 19: 7). Fourth, Jesus straightened the students' views when drawing conclusions and applications of the teaching given by Jesus (Matt. 19: 10-12). So, the discussion method is a learning method by having reciprocal conversations between teachers and students about a subject matter being taught and solve problematic related topics discussed in learning.
· Question and answer learning method. In the Context of the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus often used the question and answer method like the previous explanations. According to Eavey, Jesus used the question and answer method "Questions lay at the very heart of the teaching methods of Jesus; the four Gospel record of more than one hundred questions asked by Him”.
 The question and answer method became one strategy that used by Jesus in teaching His disciples and listeners. In Matt. 5:13. Jesus was arousing the minds of His listeners with questions relating to the work of disciples in the midst of society. Further on in Matt. 6:25 Jesus explained that life is more valuable than food and clothing. It is evident in Jesus' further explanation that God is responsible for the life of each of His creatures (Matt. 6:25).
According to Lebar, the questioning method used by Jesus in His teaching was to motivate His disciples to think and find solutions to problems themselves 
, as found in Matthew 16:13 it says, "After Jesus arrived in the area In Philippi, He asked His disciples, "Who do people say that the Son of Man is?" With questions like these, the students are being invited to think who Jesus is. In addition to students thinking and finding answers to these questions but through this question it can attract the attention of students and listeners. In Jesus' position as a teacher, Jesus was actually proving his skill in opening lessons. According to Riesen, Jesus gave questions to His disciples not because He did not know the answer to the question, but Jesus contrasted the answer with the explanation He gave.
 This means that the question and answer method is a learning method by providing questions that require answers to achieve goals. Questions can arise from the teacher and it can also be from students.
Jesus taught empirically

Apart from the strategy used by Jesus beforehand, the next strategy is teaching empirically strategy. Empirical or experiential teaching strategy emphasizes the learning process experienced by students with the aim of providing long-term experience, not on learning outcomes and mastery of learning material. With a learning model like this, it has changed from what was originally teacher-centered to now student-centered learning.
 Therefore, teachers are expected to be partners in helping students explore everything they will know
, as seen in Jesus' conversation with young people who want to go to heaven (Matt. 19: 16-26). With this conversation, Jesus used the rich man's problems and experiences to explain the certainty of obtaining eternal life.

However, what is interesting in this teaching based on the text above, the author notes that there are several things that Jesus did, namely (1) Jesus accepted every disciple who came with a problem (Matt. 19:16). (2) Jesus mastered the material and was able to answer every question (Matt. 19: 17-19). (3) Jesus knew His disciples well (Matt. 19: 21-22). (4) Jesus conducted a dialogue with other disciples (Matt. 19:23). (5), Jesus guided and directed the thoughts of His disciples when the disciples did not properly understand what He was teaching through situations that were real (Matt. 19: 25-26). This means that in the teaching carried out by Jesus, Jesus always encouraged His disciples to think and draw their own conclusions on the material that had been explained.
 Therefore, teachers need to develop students' competencies and abilities through learning activities that emphasize the learning process rather than results.
 

Based on the empirical learning strategy used by Jesus above, there are several methods used by Jesus in this case:

· Case method. Jesus often used the case method as a basis for teaching as found in Matt. 7: 24-27 and Matt. 13: 1-58. This case study tells a story or description of a problem that is presented to the group to be analyzed, processed and proposed solutions. The cases used are very varied, such as daily problems that are often encountered by students in the community. In addition, Jesus' method of teaching was varied, depending on the purpose, material, situation of the listener, and the environment.
 In this method Jesus gave His disciples the opportunity to ask questions, think, express opinions, and draw conclusions on what he taught. Jesus educated His disciples to be active in understanding the truths He conveyed. Jesus' goal was for disciples to take part in solving the problems faced, so that in the end the students can take the concept from the teaching. In line with what Hamdani explained, the problem-based learning method is a way of presenting lessons by encouraging students to look for and solve a problem in order to achieve teaching goals.

· Experimental method. One of the verses that used by Jesus in Gospel of Matthew regarding the experimental method is Matt. 5:15. This method was used by Jesus as a provision for His disciples. In this training or experiment, students experience a learning process to equip them to achieve educational goals. In addition, the experimental method invites students to be directly involved in the teaching and learning process and can apply and develop their knowledge.
 The same thing was conveyed by NK saying that the experimental method is a series of teaching methods in which students carry out an experiment (in this case practice) about something, observe the process, and the results of these observations and experiments are put forward and evaluated by the teacher.
 But this experimental method cannot be separated from education or teaching. This teaching includes teaching both material and skills.
Starting from the explanation above, Jesus asked His disciples to do several things as a form of the experimental method: (1) Learn to obey to the leader (Matt. 28:20). (2) Learn to pray (Matt. 6: 5-13; 7: 7-8). (3) Learn to give life completely to God (Matt. 6: 25-34; 10: 10-10). (4) Learn to fast (Matt. 4: 2; 6:16; 9: 14-15). (5) Learn to love God and others (Matt. 22: 37-40).
· The problem-solving method. In the Gospel of Matthew, one of the teaching methods often used by Jesus is the problem solving method. According to Khairani, the problem solving method is one of the learning activities to train students to face various problems, both personal problems and group problems, to be solved alone or together.
 According to Arif’s statement that problem solving students are invited to think critically and skillfully to solve problems in order to obtain essential concepts or knowledge.
 Based on the explanation above, the author saw that Jesus did the same thing when teaching about who He was to His disciples (Matt. 16: 13-20). In this incident, we can see the creativity of Jesus in teaching. This is seen when He raises a problem through the question in verse 13, "When Jesus came to the area of Caesarea Philippi, he asked his disciples, “Who do people say that the Son of Man is?" It was the introduction that Jesus used to teach His disciples about the Messiah is the Son of God. By understanding the explanation above, it is clear that in starting His teaching, Jesus raised problems and questions to the disciples. This question made the students think about finding answers. This is proven, when they gave answers to Jesus like this: "Some said: John the Baptist, some said: Elijah and some said: Jeremiah or one of the prophets." The answers given by His disciples were of several kinds, that there were those who saw Jesus as being the same as John the Baptist who was the predecessor that had been prophesied (Matt. 3: 1-3; 14: 1-2).
Based on the answers given by the disciples above, Jesus asked another more important question, namely in verse 15, "Then Jesus asked them:" But what do you say, who am I? " with this second question, the disciples were probably surprised, because Jesus asked him again with the same question. This made them think even harder to get the right answer. Here it can be seen that Jesus' strategy for asking personal questions required personal answers and discovery about Jesus. And that answer was only found when Peter said "Messiah, Son of God." From this answer Jesus knew that at least no one knew Him.
Based on the model and strategy employed by Jesus above, in the research that conducted by Fonnebo, he found several propositional theories that can be considered, namely:

1. Authentic authority is a fundamental and essential qualification for effective teaching. The higher level of authentic authority, the more effective the teaching.

2. Flexibility in attitude, use, and application of various teaching methods is a core principle in conveying teaching to students with various talents, needs, and learning styles. The greater the flexibility, the better the learning.

3. The instructions that given should always be based on the needs of the students. The closer to adapting instruction to needs (defined needs, implied needs, or stated needs), the better the learning

D.  Conclusion 
Based on the theological study of the strategies carried out by Jesus above, the author found three important things that can be observed, those are changing the cognitive structure of the student, changing the student's attitude, and expanding the student's skills. By understanding the strategy that carried out by Jesus, so the current christian educators can maximize themselves in their existing strategies as the concrete examples used by Jesus in this paper, so that students have broad insights with a variety of knowledge around including identifier of the personality of Jesus as Savior.
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
